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New Bethany Ministries Programs and Services Rep

In 2006 we served a total of 1,289 unduplicated clients
in 854 family units. Most of these people received repeat-
ed units of service, and many received services from
more than one program. In addition, several hundred of
other people who were served just once, one meal for
example, are not counted in our statistics.

The Mollard Hospitality Center is the basic entry point
to New Bethany Ministries for most guests, clients, vol-
unteers and visitors. We are open from 8:00 to 4:00
Monday through Friday to provide basic hospitality for
the needy. 1,064 of our clients were served by the Center.
The primary program of the Center is the only full-serv-
ice daily hunger relief program in the region.

e Over 400 of volunteers from 19 different faith com-
munities and about six companies gave about 4,500
hours of time to cook and serve 33,674 meals.

¢ 1,859 grocery “baskets,” were distributed containing
up to 3 days of food for the household, providing
64,917 meals

e 420 showers and personal care packages were given.

¢ 382 clothing vouchers were distributed.

® 336 hours of personal case management were pro-
vided.

¢ 41 homeless people were provided with mail boxes.

Statistics miss many other important things that hap-
pen through this Center, like the many hours of shelter
during the cold or heat, the numerous hours of spiritual
care given by area clergy, the lives saved in anonymous
12-step programs, the many instances of front line health
care delivered by visiting agencies, the vast number of
referrals to other services, and the constant offer of neigh-
borly love.

The Employability Program served another 30 clients,
most of them either mentally ill, or homeless. They were
assisted in preparation for the work environment; some
were even assisted in accessing information about jobs on
the internet. In 2006, nine of these clients secured per-
manent jobs. There are few better ways to help people
have dignity and independence than by assisting them to
find and hold jobs.

Our Representative Payee Program helped another 93
mentally disabled individuals maintain independence.
For each person in this program, New Bethany staff mem-
bers provide intensive case management, maintain a spe-
cial bank account, and directly pay all of the client’s bills.
None of our Representative Payee clients become home-
less! However, we are sad to report that one died, and four
had to enter institutional personal care. Nevertheless, in
2006 we reached our goal of doubling the size of this pro-
gram within a 12 month period.

The Single Room Occupancy Programs provided homes
for 42 low-income and mentally ill adults in 2006. In-
creasingly, our residents are finding our program to be
their only permanent housing solution. Thus, 75% of our

residents have been with us for over two years. We pro-
vide structured, secure and case managed housing at
rents that our clients can afford. We provide 14 units and
one efficiency apartment at our Bethlehem 4th Street
complex, and 20 single units and one apartment in
Columbia House in Coplay, which we manage for our
subsidiary, the Community Help Partnership, LP. The
Coplay units are subsidized by HUD through Lehigh
County Housing, which means that residents pay 30% of
their income for rent. 2006 was the first year that we
internally provided all services for maintenance of
Columbia House.

The Transitional Housing Program provides 13 units
of case managed housing for homeless families. It is an
intensive, goal-centered, short-term program within a
safe, secure and caring environment. Residents are direct-
ed to access supportive services in the community that are
related to the cause of their homelessness. In 2006:

e 37 families were given shelter and case manage-

ment.

e Within those families were 77 children and 44

adults.

® 14,899 nights of emergency shelter were provided

(a 36% increase!).

e The average length of residency was 123 days.

Long term tracking former residents is impossible.
However, we do know where our families moved to next:
10 received subsidized housing; six obtained non-subsi-
dized apartments; nine moved in with family or friends;
one is incarcerated; and 11 were in the shelter at year end.

Restoration House, which is our only program that
receives direct substantial government funding, provides
10 apartments for homeless families in an intensively
case managed and goal-centered program with up to two
years of residency, during which the head of the family
completes education and works part time. Our residents
are preparing for jobs that will permit self-sufficiency
through education, mostly at Northampton Community
College. In 2006, 16 families with 25 children and 16
adults lived in Restoration House. One head of household
successfully completed the entire program. HUD praised
the program because their analysis indicated that 43% of
the families moved into permanent non-subsidized rental
units while 14% completed educational goals.

The Wyandotte Apartments provide seven apartments
subsidized by HUD through Bethlehem Housing Author-
ity. Vacancies are filled with graduates of our two transi-
tional housing programs who can benefit from continued
support of our case managers or other services. In 2006,
seven families with 13 children lived there.

It is through these programs and services that the mis-
sion of New Bethany Ministries was fulfilled in 2006.

The Board meets at 4 p.m. on the third
Wednesday of odd numbered months at
the Mollard Hospitality Center. But
that is just a part of the work that these
committed people do to provide gov-
ernance and financial resources for
New Bethany Ministries. Members
participate in active committees, they
donate financially, they represent the
agency in the community and they
solicit financial support for our mission.

Over $80,000 was generated by this event. Supporters in 2006 included 70 companies,
| seven churches, three foundations, four organizations and 305 individuals. About 400
people attended.
The Concert for the Poor is an annual event produced by the churches of the Nazareth
area. In 2006 the concert featured soprano soloist Evelyn Stewart and African American
Spirituals and Gospel Music. About 300 attended and contributed about $16,000.
/ Luminaria Night is a night of beauty in our communities and a night to bring light into our
neighbors’ darkest hour. In 2006 the event doubled to include about 1,600 households who lit
about 34,000 candles earning a gross income of over $30,000. In 2007 we plan to double again.
